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Rotunda Gallery’s June exhibit a spiritual expression for artist

KITCHENER – Experimentation with watercolours on Korean paper is a form of relationship with the divine for Markham artist Henna Kim, who’s Studies in Heavenly Things forms the Rotunda Gallery’s exhibit for the month of June, opening on June 1 at Kitchener City Hall.
“Spiritual experience is my main inspiration,” says Kim. “I am aiming to share with the viewers the same experience of the spiritual sensation that I had experienced when I was painting them. I believe my artworks offer the cathartic pleasure and the spiritual consolation to the audiences as well as to me.”

Kim’s art involves gluing oiled traditional Korean paper and applying transparent resin on waves of colours for texture and layers. Sticks, sprays and gloves are used, as well, instead of brushes to create more chaos in a monochromatic field.

My images are an invitation, not only to a visual fiesta, but also to an adventure into the viewer’s own soul-spirit,” says Kim. “Through the act of painting, my intention is to capture the invisible side of human perception, such as emotion, intuition, memory, and thought, to reveal how our spiritual quality manifests in our day-to-day lives.”

Originally from South Korea, Henna Kim currently resides in Markham, Ontario. She received a B.F.A. from Korea University and a M.R.E. from Knox College, University of Toronto. She has also studied Fine Arts at several universities in Canada. An emerging visual artist, Kim has actively exhibited her works throughout Korea and Canada.
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
