Spring space exhibit to feature space samples from ROM and NASA

Kitchener, ON - The Museum in downtown Kitchener announced some ‘out-of-this-world’ collaborations for their spring space line up. Presented in part by local corporations, COM DEV and Ontario Drive and Gear, the interactive and informative original exhibition, Cosmomania will feature displays from the Canadian Space Agency, NASA, the Royal Ontario Museum, KW Telescope, the Perimeter Institute and the University of Waterloo.
Cosmomania is an exhibition focused on the exploration of our universe, relating space travel to the understanding of science and the progress of mankind. The exhibit, which is made of many parts, will take visitors on a journey through space exploration history and help to realize the future of humanity in space with a specific focus on Canadian accomplishments. The exhibition is sure to delight visitors of all ages.

Throughout the run of Cosmomania, The Museum will host hands-on, interactive pieces, including a collection of astrophotographs from KW Telescope, examples of items used in routine space travel from NASA, a lunar sample collected during Apollo 15, daily planetarium shows in The Museum’s Star Lab (presented by COM DEV International), and on loan for the Museum of Nature and Science in Ottawa, an HD Theatre for showing related films. In addition, the Royal Ontario Museum (ROM) is lending The Museum a Martian sample and other meteorites, some of which can be touched by visitors, and there is a model lunar rover on loan from Ontario Drive & Gear.
Mission: Outer Space…A Com Dev Adventure is a permanent interactive exhibition at The Museum, and will add to the space adventure sought by visitors of Cosmomania.  The additional exhibit components will increase the amount of visitors able to learn about space travel, the science behind such space exploration and how space research and technology affects our lives here on Earth.

“Understanding the science involved in space exploration is very important because it shows just how far we’ve come,” said David Marskell, the Museum’s Chief Executive Officer.  “This exhibition will allow people of all age groups a chance to understand the remarkable scientific achievements by Waterloo Region Innovators and others that are happening beyond our planet.”
